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Executive Summary 

The trip to Cambodia took place from the 13th-20th of December. Most of the goodwill of the trip was to 

be done in Kanchangkoy Village, Siam Reap.  The school to be visited in the village was Ta Phang Primary 

School. With the help of the Learning Journeys Foundation by Rtn. Jimmy Ooi from Rotary Club of 

Singapore, conditions of the school and the village were made known. Through months of 

considerations and preparations, the Rotaract Club of Universiti Teknologi Petronas with the help our 

sponsoring Rotary club, Rotary Club of Kinta was able to provide the following in Cambodia: 

1. 300 sets of stationery which includes: 

a. Two exercise books 

b. A box of color pencils 

c. A ruler 

d. An eraser 

e. A pencil 

2. 10 Water filter units

December to board a plane with tickets they had bought on their own.  

Upon arrival, participants were greeted by Mr. Chea Sinak, the tour guide and also facilitator for the 

entire trip. Participants and advisor were brought to the Victory Guest House, a budget hostel type of 

accommodation which only cost 8USD per head per night including breakfast.

to children and is setup by a foundation called, Friends without A Border. This foundation was started by 

a renowned Japanese Photographer. Each day, the hospital treats 3-400 patients. Medication and care is 

given free of charge. The Hospital runs on the generous donations of tourists and anyone who donates 

to it. The Rotaract Club of Universiti Teknologi Petronas also made a small contribution during this short 

but meaningful visit. Later in the day, participants were given a Khmer Language lesson by their 

facilitator.  

The next day participants were to visit Kanchangkoy Village, an eye opening experience that was sure to 

be an unforgettable one.  As soon, as the bus pulled up to the front of the primary school, all the 

children had lined up in front of the school to greet the group. It touched the participants as they saw 

how appreciative the school children and teachers were to the few people who were just coming to 

teach them and give them stationeries. 

 

 

 



Activities whilst at the school comprised of: 

1) Donation of stationeries 
2) Teaching English 
3) Playing games 
4) Decorating the school 
5) Painting on the school wall 
 
All these activities were carried out over a stretch of five days. As each day had a morning session and 

an afternoon session, the group had packed lunch in the classrooms. Every morning, the group leaves 

the Guest House at 7.00 a.m. in the morning and only return at 5.00 p.m. The village is approximately 1 

hour away from the city.  

Within these five days the group also visited the village on two afternoons where they took a break from 

the school activities. The first afternoon the group had a sharing session with the families who were to 

receive the water filters to know more about the hardships and difficulties faced by the villagers. 

Participants were saddened by the fact that clean water was hard to come by in the village. Villagers 

merely drank water they collect from rain and if that runs out during the dry season, the small drain like 

streams in front of their houses.  

On the second afternoon, the water filters were to be installed. The water filters are purchased from the 

Trailblazer Foundation, a non-governmental organization that brings volunteers all over the world to 

anywhere in the world for specific goodwill programs. In Siam Reap, the organization focuses on making 

water filters much cheaper as compared to when being done by some other parties. The water filters 

were installed and left to run. Each water filter will only be safe to use after ten days. The water filters 

donated were bio-sand filters.  

On the third night of the visit, the group managed to have a meeting with the Rotary Club of Cambodia. 

It was amazing how a small club of 5 members who are all not from Cambodia were able to form a 

Rotary Club in Siam Reap and yet be able to every now and then host clubs from different regions of the 

world.  

After activities in the village and the school were done, the group paid a visit to the Physical 

Rehabilitation Center of Siam Reap. This is another Non-Governmental organization that provides aid to 

land mine victims. Patients are provided with transportation and accommodation for the whole 

treatment process free of charge. The center aims at provided prosthesis and prosthetics to land mine 

victims who have lost a limb or so. For children, the center provides treatment for club foot.   

Through the numerous activities and visits, participants were able to see for themselves the hardships 

and difficulties faced by the people of Cambodia. Yes, Malaysia too has poverty stricken people. 

However, it is important to note that majority of the people in Cambodia are poverty stricken and health 

standards are generally below the recommended World Health Organization standards. Through this 

trip, it is believed that participants will learn to further appreciate their own lives and spread the word in 

their new found efforts to help those who need it more than they do. 



Objectives 

 

i) To instill the awareness of serving the community, the needy and inculcating the heart of 

generosity amongst the participants. 

ii) To expose the participants to the poverty and famine prevalence in Cambodia. 

iv) To explore the astounding heritage and culture diversity in Cambodia. 

v) To promote international understanding among the club members and Rotaractors from 

different districts. 

vi)    To let club members experience the power of networking through a project that requires 

continuous cooperation and support from numerous bodies.

Accounts 

For this trip, participants paid for their own expenses which included flight, accommodation, 

transportation, food and project fees and also entrance fees.

rooms. From this a total of RM2100 was collected from the students and RM400 from the lecturers. 

Another RM1000 was sponsored by the Rotary Club of Kinta.  This means we have a total of RM3500 

Each water filter was priced at RM190 (60 USD). We purchased 10 water filters at RM1900. RM1000 was 

used to buy 300 sets of stationeries for the students in the primary school.  

RM100 was used for banner. RM120 for weight allocation to bring over stationeries.  The remaining 

RM380 were used to buy teaching materials which included work books, manila card, balloons, chalk, 

etc.

The Trip 

The Goodwill Trip to Angkor, Cambodia is the 6th international trip of the Rotaract Club of Universiti 

Teknologi Petronas. It has become a tradition for the club to not only reach out to those near but also to 

those a little further. This gives the club members a chance to see and experience so much more as 

people in different countries experience poverty differently and so many different things can be done 

out to help. 

The trip committee were given a few months to finalize a country to visit, plan the itinerary and also 

gather participants. Among shortlisted countries were South Korea, Vietnam, Philippines and Cambodia. 

With the help of Rotary and Rotaract members from all over the world, the trip committee was able to 

come up with a list of things needed to be done in each region. Cambodia had one need that could be 

managed by the club, clean water. 

Personal expenses for the trip which includes flight tickets, accommodation, entrance fees, project fees, 

transportation and food were fully paid by the participants themselves. Things or fund needed for the 

trip was obtained from the generous donations of the students and staff of Universiti Teknologi 

Petronas and also the Rotary Club of Kinta. 

Participants did not know students in Ta Phang primary school could not speak English. Teaching 

materials which included storytelling, mathematics and such were all prepared in English. Participants 

had the shocks of their lives when they walked into classrooms filled with children who spoke no 

English. Participants however were quick to react and were able to finally teach simple English in the 

school. These included alphabets, numbers, body parts and simple greetings.  

During the trip, 10 water filters were donated and installed. These water filters were made by the 

Trailblazer Foundation in Siam Reap Cambodia and sold at the price of 60USD each including 

transportation costs. Receiving families were given a manual and taught how to operate and maintain 

these water filters. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

Challenges and Triumphs 

1. Participants were able to adapt quickly to a new environment where no one spoke English and 

yet be able to teach the students English. This is an amazing feat.  

2. There were logistic problems with the transportation of the water filters. Although there were 

unwanted delays and such, all ten water filters were finally installed during the trip. 

 

Conclusion 

Overall, the trip was a success. Participants got to see with their own eyes, poverty like they have never 

seen before. It was a truly eye opening experience for all. With these new knowledge, participants are 

sure to go back and share with the people back home what they have seen and what they have done 

just like what this report aims to do. We do hope that in the future, our club will once again receive 

support from our club, our mother club and hopefully more clubs around Malaysia to organize another 

goodwill trips to not only Cambodia but any other country in the world that need our help. This trip and 

all international trips to come are believed to uphold the Rotaract motto, Fellowship Though Service .
